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What is lllicit Discharge

A Anything that is not entirely made of
stormwater that enters the stormwater
system.

Exceptions: allowable, non-stormwater discharges, discharges

pursuant to another NPDES permit, and discharges resulting from fire-
fighting activities.



Types of lllicit Discharges

A Continuous
A Occurs continuously to nearly continuously
A Usually easier to detect

A Typically greatest pollutant load
A Intermittent

A Occurs over a shorter period of time
(a few hours per day, few days per year)

A Harder to detect

A Transitory

A Occurs in response to singular event (spill, sewer break, transport accident,
illegal dumping) ~

A Hardest to identify during routine screening




Types of lllicit Discharges

Mode of Entry:
A Direct

A Enter via piped connection

A Usually continuous or intermittent

A Sewer cross connections, straight pipe, indus g
and commercial cross connections FE

A Indirect
A Enter via storm drain inlets or by infiltration
A Usually intermittent or transitory

A Groundwater seepage, spills, dumping,
outdoor washing, non-target irrigation
